The 100 to 110 ft. long snake boats with its raised head part appears like a snake in the water from a distance and hence this English name. There will be around hundred rowers, a couple of drummers and singers in a ‘Chundan Vallam’, one type of boat participating in a boat race. The rhythm of the songs, known as ‘Vanchippattu’ style, beating of the drums and rowing all will be in unison. As the boat approaches the finishing line all will be in a feverish pitch and the boat will speed past the finishing line in a flash. .  As such, the snake boat rowing is a team effort. All those people in a single minded devotion aiming to the finishing line. Success will be to one where all the three components are in prefect sync. 
For the success a trade union in general and for a National Conference in particular, we at the Reception Committee felt that there are lesions to be taught from a “Vallamkali”. Hence we though it fit to make it as the logo of our 18th Triennial conference.
